Below is the verbiage that we have received from the FDA in reference to prior notice shipments. In brief DOD Cargo will not be affected by this ruling until a determination is made on Aug. 12th 2004, stating if DOD will receive a waiver. As soon as we receive an update from TRANSCOM, who is the proponent, we will post it.

"At present, we are operating under enforcement discretion as described

in Compliance Policy Guide Sec. 110.310 which states we are focusing our resources on education to achieve compliance with prior notice

requirements during the first 8 months following the December 12, 2003,

effective date of the prior notice interim final rule.  During the
