Background 

DOD policies governing air passenger movements are referenced in Chapter 103, Air Movement, of the Defense Transportation Regulation, Part 1, Passenger Movements (4500.R-9), and the Department of Defense Directive (DODD 4500.53). HQAMC procures and manages airlift for DOD official travel. GSA contracts airlift through the Contract City Pair Program for official Government official travel use. The DOD uses Civil Reserve Air Fleet Carriers to the maximum. Separate agreements for air carriers participating in the Military Air Transportation Agreement are on file at HQAMC. Agreements and updates are distributed by HQAMC through SDDC to Transportation Offices. 

Facts 

Over 120 air carriers are currently approved by HQAMC for DOD use. The list includes carriers approved for full plane load charters, air taxi charters, and a small number of air freight carriers participating in the MATA. Carriers equipment vary from fixed wing to rotary wing planes, and are contracted for a variety of DOD uses. HQAMC maintains the list of approved air carriers. SDDC is the point of contact for the distribution of the approved air (passenger) carriers list to DOD Transportation Offices.
