SDDC Business Practices:

SDDC acts as a transportation broker between government shippers and commercial carriers.  SDDC is responsible for establishing and maintaining both short and long-term contracts with the carrier and personnel.  The Command also contracts with information technology firms to assist with software applications for transportation operations.

Cargo distribution and port operations are two key process components of SDDC’s surface distribution mission.  As the single port manager for 25 locations worldwide, SDDC is able to execute an  “End-to-End” distribution mission facilitating in-transit   and total asset visibility within the logistics pipeline. 

SDDC serves as the executive agent for DoD’s $1.9 billion dollar personal property program.  SDDC is working to reengineer the way DoD selects, manages and works with transportation providers who move household goods and vehicles. This reengineered program,  “Families First”, is scheduled for implementation in October 05
