CONTAINER MANAGEMENT TEAM


MISSION

To provide Intermodal Equipment Traffic Management services to the Defense Transportation System customers. Manages the DOD fleet of Government owned Containerized Ammunition Distribution System (CADS) containers used for ammunition movements throughout the world. Provide technical direction on issues related to the DOD 4500.9-R-1, container maintenance, container ownership, and container location. Procures and distributes Convention for Safe Containers (CSC) re-inspection decals for the DOD. Maintains the Department of Defense's International Organization for Standardization (ISO) registry and is responsible for issuing ISO serial numbers to new containers bought by DOD entities.

FUNCTIONS

1. Develop and integrate the Asset Management System (AMS) into the commercial and defense transportation systems. 

2. Track DOD common use containers using AMS-II and Container Movement Reports.

3. Manage the movement and operation of DOD common user assets. 

4. Perform cost analysis to determine economical feasibility for providing intermodal assets. 

5. Furnish SDDC owned CADS containers in support of Operations Support Command (OSC) requirements and exercises if cost analysis deems favorable. 

6. Develop plans and policy for the maintenance and storage of DOD common user assets.

7. Procure and distribute DD Form 2282, Container Re-inspection Decals, for use by U.S. Defense installations worldwide. 

8. Participates in studies and tests pertaining to containers. 

9. Monitor and assure compliance with International Maritime Dangerous Goods (IMDG) code on containers shipping ammunition. 

10. Assign ISO serial numbers DOD wide for new or used DOD containers. 

11. Provide technical direction, requirements and final approval for repair/inspection contract specifications.
Review and approve all repairs to SDDC-owned containers. 

12. Determine the routing of containers to meet pre-positioning requirements as established by OSC. 

13. Maintain inspection history files for each SDDC owned container as required by the U.S. Coast Guard. 

Provide technical guidance and prepare proposed changes to Defense Transportation Regulations, MILSTAMP, and other SDDC regulations, instructions, etc.
