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Spot Bid

Spot Bid is a flexible and responsive one-touch electronic resource that posts open shipments for bid by qualified carriers via the Internet.  It is a viable acquisition alternative for procuring transportation services for one-time only, unique shipments of any or all modes.  It supports SDDC Operations policy on overweight/over-dimensional shipments.  Carriers bid on open shipments via the Internet, and bids remain sealed until the bid timeframe closes.  It allows the Shipper to establish the bidding timeframe.  Bids are used in place of standard tenders in the generation of a Bill of Lading.  It also provides automatic open shipment notification for participating carriers.  All submitted bids reflect an all-inclusive expense representing line haul, accessorial charges, and any additional expenses anticipated to support that particular shipment.
