SUBJECT:  Shut-down of West Coast Ports 

The following guidance is provided:

1.  Shut-down Resolved by October 4, 2002.  If the ports are re-opened by October 4, carriers will continue onward movement of shipments tendered to them.  SDDC, in coordination with the military services, will notify all personal property shipping offices (PPSOs) to take this situation into consideration when carriers request extensions to the required delivery dates (RDDs).  Carriers should notify the destination PPSO in accordance with paragraph 15c of the Tender of Service, if the delay at the port will cause the shipment to miss the RDD.  Additionally, carriers shall provide incident report information on the Excel spreadsheet to HQSDDC, Attn:  SDPP-QA Robbie Dawson (mailto:dawsonr@sddc.army.mil), Ms. Debbie Wells (wellsdebbie@sddc.army.mil), or  

Ms. Gloria Ward (wardg@sdd.army.mil) by 4 p.m. (Pacific Standard Time) daily, effective immediately.  The spreadsheet will be placed on the Personal Property web page (www.sddc.army.mil) and disseminated through the carrier associations/bureaus.

2.  Prolonged Shut-down.  If the shut-down continues beyond October 4, 2002, carriers shall continue to provide incident report information daily on the Excel spreadsheet to HQSDDC by 4 p.m. (Pacific Standard Time).  PPSOs will be advised to use alternative means of moving the shipment or consider placing the shipment into storage at origin.  In addition, PPSOs will be advised to be flexible with RDDs and to extend them when necessary.  The shut-down will be considered when the shipment is scored by the PPSO and when an appeal is being reviewed by HQSDDC.
