The Guaranteed Traffic (GT) Program was established in 1982 to stabilize commercial air, bus and rail transportation costs for recruit travel between MEPS and basic training sites. Carriers were originally solicited for these discounts on PSROs for a 3 month period. The program was expanded in 1989 to include repetitive movement of Army personnel from Ft Benning, GA to Ft Bragg, NC for airborne training, and to extend the cycles to 6 months. In 1994 the cycles were extended to 1 year. Two solicitations are sent out annually.
